

Gemara; Tractate Rosh Hashanah 29a
So we learned from Ahavah the son of R’ Zeyra; All Blessings in the Torah, even though you have discharged your obligation, you can fulfill it on behalf of another person, except the Blessing on Bread and the blessing on wine, in which if you are obligated you can discharge the obligation on behalf of others, but if you are not obligated you can’t discharge the obligation for others. Yatza Motzei/"Kol yisrael areivim zeh la-zeh."  All Israel are "areivim" to each other. 

De’varim 29 9 - 11

     You  are  standing,  this day, all  of  you,  before HaShem  your God - the leaders of your tribes,  your elders, your officers, every Jewish individual; your children, your wives, the strangers in the midst  of your camp, from the hewers of wood to the drawers of water; to bring you into the covenant of HaShem your God  and  His  oath, which God is  making  with  you today. In order to establish you today as a nation unto Him,  and He shall be your God, as He told you;  and as  He  promised your fathers, Abraham,  Isaac,  and Jacob. And  not  only  with  you alone  am  I  making  this covenant and this oath; but rather, with those  that are  here  with us standing today before HaShem  our God, and with those THAT ARE NOT HERE WITH US TODAY.

Rambam Hilchot Teshuvah 3/11; 

  One  who  leaves  the  life of the  community,  even  though  he  does  not commit any transgression,  but rather  he  separates himself from the community of Israel, and does not do Mitzvot together with  them, not feel part of their troubles, nor fast on  their fasts  but  he goes about his way like  one  of  the gentiles, as though he were not one of them - he has no  portion  in the world-to-come.
